� The tournaments are run in “Soccer World Cup” format - competitors are 

divided into groups, and play everyone in their group.  

 

� This is followed by a second stage of knock-out rounds  in “main” and 

“plate” events - at least one more game for every competitor  

 

� Players will have a minimum of 3 group games and 1 knockout game, with 

more if they keep on winning.

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Conditions of Entry for Tournaments 
 

Eligibility 
1. Competitors must be in or below the school years indicated in the table enclosed, or be under the age 

indicated in the same table on the 1
st

 September. 

2. Players must have been born in, live in or be at school in the administrative county of Hertfordshire. 

Players may not have represented another County for badminton in the current season. 

3. B singles events are not open to members of the current or previous season’s County Squads. 

4. Players may not enter more than one tournament when they are running concurrently. Players may 

enter two tournaments running on the same day as long as the start times are more than 2 hours 

apart. 

Entries 
5. Entry forms must be returned to the Tournament Organisers by the date specified, or at least 7 days 

before the date of the event, with the appropriate entry fee of £8.00 per person per event. For block 

entries from affiliated schools or affiliated Junior clubs the entry fee is £7.00 per person per event.  

6. Cheques should be made payable to HSBA. If an acknowledgement is required please send a 

Stamped Addressed Envelope 

7. Block Entries. Separate entry forms should be completed for each event 

8. All events are subject to sufficient entries. In the event of a tournament being over-subscribed the 

organisers reserve the right to restrict entries. In such circumstances order of receipt, age and 

standard will be taken into consideration. 

On The Day 
9. Competitors should report to the tournament organisers at the registration desk at least 15 minutes 

before the start time of the event.   

10. Play will commence at the time stated on the entry form and competitors not ready to play when 

called may be scratched. 

11. If you are unable to attend, please telephone the Tournament Organisers As Soon As Possible.

12. Every effort should be made by competitors to wear acceptable badminton clothing and shoes.
