U15 Home Countries Quadrangular Internationa l  
Phil Westwood  

The English players selected for this yearôs U15 Home Countries International óstruck luckyô 

as it was Englandôs turn to host the event, which therefore took place at Milton Keynes.  

Englandôs squad, comprising seven U14s and three U13s, was drawn from ten different 

counties:  Lauren Bromley (St),  Piya Sachdeva (Nm), Sophie Sankey (Bu), Holly Smith (Du), 

Emily Westwood (Ht), Steven Cappleman (Ha), Sam Dobson (Sy), Jack Kinmond (Bk), 

George Li (Ch), Tim Stranks (Gl).  

Friday afternoon and the first round of the team tournament saw Engla nd beat Wales 9 -1, 

whilst Scotland took on Ireland and won 8 -2.  In the evening session, it was again England 

and Scotland who dominated, England beating Ireland 9 -1 and Scotland beating Wales 8 -2, 

to set -up an intriguing final round for Saturday morning.  

England duly took the team gold with an 8 -2 win over Scotland, but it was far closer th an the 

score suggests.  If three tight games had gone Scotlandôs way the result would have 

repeated last yearôs 5-5.  Alongside this, Ireland and Wales had a tremendous battle for 3rd 

and 4th.  After the score had stood at 4 -4, it was Ireland who nicked the last two to win 6 -4.  

In the Individual events, it was again England who dominated.  Emily Westwood, Sam 

Dobson and Irelandôs Sinead Chambers, all made it to three finals.  

The finals began with the level doubles.  Emily Westwood/Lauren Bromley took time to 

settle, immediately falling some way behind the Irish pair of Sinead  Chambers/ Ruth Roddis.  

But they clawed their way back, steadily narrowing the gap, and eventually stole the first set 

21 -17.  The second set was the reverse, the irish winning 21 -18.  Although the final game 

was another 21 -17, the English pair was always ahead and seemingly in control.  

The boys doubles final was contested for England by Steven Cappleman/Sam Dobson, and 

for Scotland by Craig Pollock/Michael Campbell.  This was a repeat of their meeting, which 

the English pair had won, in the team event.  This time, however, it was the Scots who 

tri umphed, 16 -21, 21 -13, 21 -15.  

In the singles, Emily Westwood won her semi - final clash with Scotlandôs Kirsty Gilmour - a 

repeat of their match in the team tournament -  in three protracted and very close games, 

21 -19, 19 -21, 21 -18; whilst Irelandôs Sinead Chambers also won an incredibly tense three 

setter against the Welsh No 1, Sarah Thomas, 11 -21, 21 -17, 21 -19.  The final, too, 

inevitably went to three.  Emily, having beaten Sinead in the team event, got off to a poor 

start and, although playing catch -up, lost the first 18 -21.  But in the second Emily seemed to 

hit her stride, winning 21 -9 as Sinead looked to tire and Emily went on to take the third 21 -

11, and a second individual gold.  

The boys singles final was an all Englis h affair, Steven Cappleman taking on his erstwhile 

partner Sam Dobson -  the pair having defeated, respectively, Jack Kinmond and Tim Stranks 

in the semis.  Sam ran out the winner 21 -15, 21 -17 over Steven, for whom this looked to be 

one match too far.  

So to  the last even t, the mixed final -  another English/Irish tussle.  Early on, Sam 

Dobson/Emily Westwood were unable to deal with the reach and power of the larger Irish 

pair, Dimitri Panagopolous/Sinead Chambers, losing the first set 14 -21.  But they dug in, 

gradually assuming the upper hand, and took the remaining sets 21 -17, 21 -18 for a fourth 

medal each from these championships.

U17s R unners -up at SHIRES LEAGUE Final

IN SPORT, as i n life, there are times when you need an element of luck.  At the Shires 

League Finals, for reasons that could occupy an article in themselves, the semi -final line -up 

is drawn from a ôhatõ.  Now having striven all season to win a regional league, to qualify for 

these finals, and having come through a first round seeing -off a regional league runner -up, 

to have oneõs fate dictated by chance can be hard.  But this moment of theatre does 

produce tension and drama; just as Chelsea can draw Liverpool in the FA Cup.  And that is 

exactly what happened: òHampshire will playé Yorkshire; Hertfordshire will playé Essex.ó  

The acknowledged two strongest teams had been paired, and a quiet òYesss!ó could be heard 

in the area of the Herts camp.  

Actually t he first round play -off is also drawn, pairing a regional league winner with a 

runner -up, but this is not so critical.  

In the absence of a national junior inter -county league the Shires League has grown quite 

dramatically over the last few years, as more a nd more counties apply to join. But it still has 

its roots in the regional format, and a more suitable arrangement for the finals is elusive.  

The first round had seen Herts face Flintshire, as they had at ICT, and secure a 

comfortable 16 -4 win.  Then came the tension of that semi -final draw, and relief for Herts.  

Hertsõ semi-final against Essex produced some close games, but Herts came through as 

winners by 14 to 6.  Hampshire  meanwhile gained a 13-7 win over a Yorkshire side depleted 

by tourname nt calls elsewhere.  So it was Hampshire and Hertfordshire who stepped out 

for the final.  To have any chance at all, to gain momentum and to put pressure on this very 

able Hampshire squad, Herts really needed to win the balance of the opening round - the 

mixed.  All four games were very close but the sequence ended with Herts 3 -1 down, from 

which they never recovered.  Hampshire were all round too strong, taking the tie 13 -7, 

proving worthy winners whilst Herts, on the day, were well deserved of their seco nd place, 

although Yorkshire might disagree having beaten Essex, by a greater margin than did 

Herts, to take third place.  

This was the last call for this happiest of squads; most will next appear for the senior 

county.  So there are places aplenty up for grabs, and a chance for a new young side to build 

for next year, and the year after.
